54 DAY NOVENA

also known as “The Irresistible Novena”

The 54 Day Novena originated when a young girl, Fortuna Agrelli
from Naples Italy, began a Rosary Novena (5 decades of the Rosary
once a day for 9 days) on 16th February 1884, asking Our Lady to
case the intense pain she had endured for 13 months.

On 3rd March Our Lady appeared to Fortuna, holding the

infant Jesus and a Rosary. She was accompanied by St. Dominic

and St. Catherine of Sienna.

Fortuna said to Our Lady; “Queen of the Holy Rosary, be gracious
to me, restore my health.”

The Blessed Virgin replied; “You have invoked me by various titles
and have always obtained favours from me. Now, since you have
called me by the title so pleasing to me ‘Queen of the The Holy
Rosary’ I can no longer refuse the favour that you petition; for this
name is most precious and dear to me. Make 3 Novenas and you

will obrain all.”

After Fortuna was cured Our Lady appeared again. This time she
said; “Whoever desires to obtain favours from me should make 3
Novenas of the Rosary in petition and 3 Novenas in thanksgiving.”

This miracle made a deep impression on Pope Leo XIII, the Pope
at the time. He wrote 9 encyclicals about the Rosary during his
papacy and urged all Christians to love the Rosary and say it
frequently.
